Sixth Grade Supply List 

 
All supplies need to be clearly marked with student first and last name. 
 
ITEMS TO BE KEPT WITH STUDENTS: 

 One sturdy 2-inch three-ring binder 
o Please DO NOT purchase a bulky oversized binder. 

 Five Subject dividers for three-ring binders 
o Label subject dividers – MATH, SCIENCE, ENGLISH, SOC. STUDIES, ELECTIVE 

 NOTEBOOK paper – three-ring lined 8 ½ X 11  
o Student paper supply should not be obtained by tearing papers out of a spiral or other type of 

paper notepad. 
 Three-fourth inch graph-paper spiral notebook for math 
 Six-pack of spiral notebooks 70 pages each 8 ½ X 11  

o Label three of the spirals for English, science and social studies using a sticker on the front 
cover of the spiral notebook. 

o Keep the others for use later in the year. 
 Pencil pouch (not a pencil box) 
 Pencils – students should have four sharpened pencils at all times 
 Small personal pencil sharpener with screw-on top to catch pencil shavings 
 Black ballpoint pens – students should have two at all times 
 Red ballpoint pens – students should have two at all times 
 Colored pencils – a variety of 8-12 colors  

 
ITEMS TO BE GIVEN TO TEACHER FOR CLASSROOM USE: 

o One of the boxes of colored pencils to be given to social studies teacher (Total of 2 
boxes) 

o Package of fine and ultra fine Sharpies for classroom use (Students are not allowed 
to carry Sharpies of any kind) 

o Package of low odor white board markers  
o One Kleenex box  - bring to second period class only 
o One roll of paper towels  - bring to second period class only 
o One package of Clorox wipes - bring to second period class only 
o Glue stick 
o Fiskars sharp point scissors 
o 3” X 5” lined note cards 
o Post-It notes
